Protocol for Photowalks
1) The Outdoor Events Co-ordinator is the senior person with overall control of each photowalk. If s/he cannot be present at any event s/he will enlist a named person to attend and take overall charge. The central meeting point will usually be the Conservative Club, or another clearly designated point.
2) Those car drivers who agree to offer lifts to other participants do so in the knowledge that they are taking responsibility to ensure that their passengers return with them, or are accounted for before return from venue. If possible, the car driver should give the passengers his/her mobile no for emergency contact during the shoot.

3) Those participants who make their own way to the venue should advise the co-ordinator of such, and exchange mobile no’s in case of emergencies or cancellations due to poor weather.
4) The person in charge will ensure that all car drivers have his/her mobile number, and s/he has theirs, in case phone call checks are needed during the event.

5) The co-ordinator will ensure that all car drivers have details of the destination, estimated time of arrival(ETA),estimated time of departure 

( ETD), and any potential hazards, including weather(winter).During the winter walks, departure times must be adhered to, but an individual may ‘opt out’ by notifying the co-ordinator and/or the driver that s/he wishes to stay for a longer shoot. The co-ordinator/driver should make the individual(s) aware of the implications of opting out, particularly winter weather hazards, and that the club will no longer have responsibility for return to base.
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
